Boat Storage Yard Work 

There is absolutely NO sandblasting in 
the storage yard.  If you wish to sand the 
bottom of your boat or paint, there needs 
to be a tarp underneath your boat.  When 
you are done, the tarp needs to be 
emptied in the dumpster.   

Minnesota Pollution Control Agency 
mandates this. 

Shrink Wrap 

When removing shrink wrap from your 
boats in the storage lot, please remove 
all straps and roll the shrink wrap up in 
a ball and place it in front of your boat.  
This will be helpful for removal.  

Trailers 

If you plan on storing your trailer in the 
lot during the summer you will need to 
stop by the office or request us to send 
you another sticker for your trailer.  All 
trailers must be labeled with a name 
and have a current “Ole Miss 2013” 
sticker on it.  If you fail to do so, your 
trailer may be removed from the 
storage lot.
